FAN EXPECTATIONS

It is the expectation of the Plymouth-Shiloh Board of Education that all spectators
demonstrate sportsmanship towards players, coaches, game officials, and other fans.

Examples of unacceptable behavior include but are not limited to the following:
*Threatening actions or verbal abuse of players, fans, coaches, and game
officials.
*Unauthorized entry onto the playing area, team bench area or locker room
*Throwing objects, or disrespect toward anyone.

A fan who uses physical assault at an athletic contest will be prosecuted and
denied admission to all future contests until he / she is reinstated by the district
superintendent.

Written notification will be given to the offendant, stating the offense and
resulting consequences. The fan may appeal the decision to the Board of Education or
its designee, by notifying the appropriate Athletic Director within 5 working days of
receipt of his / her notification letter.

An athletic contest is not a place for alcoholic beverages. People wishing to drink
or those obviously under the influence of alcohol will be asked to leave the premises.

As part of our program to address security and be consistent with the aims and goals of interscholastic activities,
the Athletic Department and Athletic Control Board of Plymouth High School has instituted a NO PASS-OUT
policy for all extra-curricular activities and contests. This includes trips to automobiles and for the sake of smoking.
If you leave the building, and go outside, you will be asked to re-pay for admittance. This includes those
individuals that have purchased season passes and those in possession of Fireland’s Conference passes. These

particular passes allow the bearer to enter the game for the evening one time. Each subsequent time, a ticket must
be bought.

Also, for our supporter’s information, beginning with the 2001-2002 school year, ticket prices for the Fireland’s
conference contests will increase to $3.00 for students when bought in pre-sale and $5.00 for adults. All tickets at
the gate will be $5.00. We have held prices down for as long as possible but the expenditures for officials alone
have increased by $1000 this year. The Ohio High School Athletic Association has increased their prices to $5.00
for everyone for at least the past three years. The increase in prices across the Fireland’s Conference is needed so
as not to have to institute a pay to play policy for our students and parents. Remember, pre-sale student tickets may
be purchased here and used for Fireland’s Conference away games as well as ALL our home games. The money
collected for our pre-sale student tickets stays here in our athletic funds.
